（2）Second-Level Headings: Use Song typeface, 14-point, bolded, left-aligned.
（3）Third-Level and Subsequent Headings: Use Song typeface, 12-point, bolded, left-aligned.
（4）Headings Clarity: All headings should be concise and reflect the key points of the content. No punctuation marks should be used at the end of headings.
（5）Uniform Numbering: The numbering of the various parts or sections throughout the text should be consistent and adhere to standard academic conventions. Inappropriate usage of brackets, such as "（一）、" or "（一、）," is generally not permitted. There should be no punctuation at the end of the headings.
For scientific and technical papers, the sequence for numbering the chapters and sections in the main text can be: Chapter 1 (or "第一章"), followed by 1.1, 1.1.1, 1.1.1.1, （1）, etc. Alternatively, the sequence can be: 一、（一）、1、（1）、①... and so on. (Uniform formatting within the field should be applied.) Once set, the numbering in the Table of Contents should match that of the main text.
（6）Header: For odd-numbered pages, the header should display the title of the Undergraduate Thesis (Design). On even-numbered pages, use "Bachelor's Degree Thesis." Font should be Song typeface, 9-point, and centered.
（7）Page Numbers: Use the 1, 2, 3,... format (Times New Roman, 9-point, centered). Start numbering from 1.
（8）Each chapter in the main text should begin on the first line of an odd-numbered page.

Figures should be numbered sequentially, and if divided by chapters, use chapter-based numbering (e.g., the first figure in the first chapter should be labeled as Figure 1-1). Make sure to include units of measurement.
The source of the figure should be stated, including "Author, Source Name, Time," using Song typeface, 9-point, and positioned at the bottom left of the figure. The text within the figure should be in Song typeface, font size 5.
Leave one blank line between the figure and the adjacent text above and below it.

Tables should be designed sensibly and arranged compactly, adhering to the "three-line table" format (no vertical lines). The top and bottom lines should have a thickness of 1.5 points, while the middle line should be 0.5 points. The font within the table should be Song typeface, 10.5-point.
Each table should have a number and a title (Song typeface, 10.5-point, bolded). Place the table number and title centered above the table with one space in between. Tables should be sequentially numbered and, if separated by chapters, should have chapter-based numbering (e.g., the first table in the first chapter should be labeled as Table 1-1). Indicate "items" in the table (e.g., the name of the data, symbols representing quantity and units). If the units are the same, they can be uniformly indicated on the top right corner of the table header or the top line. Text within the table should be in Song typeface, 10.5-point, and centered.
Clearly indicate the source of the table, including "Author, Source Name, Time," using Song typeface, 9-point, and positioned at the bottom left corner of the table;
Leave one blank line between the table and the adjacent text above and below it.
